Last month we explained the first three items you need for your spouseÕs file. These
documents will facilitate obtaining benefits in the event of your death.

 The 4th item for your spouse's file deals with finances.  As you are getting
dividend/interest statements in preparation for taxes, list each account with name,
address, phone and account number on a single sheet of paper.  This will include
checking, savings, brokerage, mutual funds, annuities etc.  This will serve as a ready

reference for your heirs. Our file now consists of

1. Birth certificate,
2. Marriage license,
3. DD 214 and
4. Financial information.  And remember, you should have contacted all of these financial

institutions previously to insure that the account is titled so your survivors will have no
problems accessing them.

Saluting the Flag
A recent change to the U.S. Code allows veterans to salute the flag just as active duty personnel do:

ÒDuring the ceremony of hoisting or lowering the flag or when the flag is
passing in a parade or in review, all persons present in uniform should render the
military salute. Members of the Armed Forces and veterans who are present
but not in uniform may render the military salute. All other persons present
should face the flag and stand at attention with their right hand over the heart, or
if applicable, remove their headdress with their right hand and hold it at the left
shoulder, the hand being over the heart. Citizens of other countries present

should stand at attention. All such conduct toward the flag in a moving column should be rendered at
the moment the flag passes.Ó
